Ex: Convert 40 degrees Celsius to Fahrenheit….
40 x 9/5 = 72

72 + 32 = 104

Answer: 

40 degrees Celsius = 104 degrees Fahrenheit

Fahrenheit                                   Celsius
· Subtract 32 from the Fahrenheit number
· Multiply by 5/9

   Ex: Convert 104 degrees Fahrenheit to Celsius…

104 – 32 = 72

72 x 5/9 = 40
